4.  SMSgt Reed read the Treasurers Report: Current Balance is $4,981.90

5.  Old Business:

A. SNCO Induction Pictures: SMSgt Lewis will bring pictures from the SNCO Induction Banquet to the next membership meeting to pass out to the inductees respective representatives. 

B. AFSNCOA Graduation Fundraiser: SMSgt Reed reported that we made $367 in tips and $209.36 from sales for a total of $576.36.  

C.  NCO Induction Committee: SMSgt Lewis reported for SMSgt Hanks.  The Max/Gun Top 3 is the POC for this year’s NCO Induction which is scheduled for 22 Aug 01.  The seminar for all inductees begins at 0700 with an icebreaker in the foyer of the AFSNCOA.  The Induction ceremony is scheduled at 1400 in the AFSNCOA West Auditorium. A reception will follow at the Falcon’s Nest.  The committee meets every Thursday at 1400 in the Maxwell Enlisted Club. 

D.  Pharmacy Access: MSgt James passed out flyers with a list of participating pharmacies in Central Alabama, where active duty personnel can get there prescriptions filled during non-duty hours - free of charge.  He also requested that we try and encourage the use of the drive-up pharmacy window.  This will help alleviate some of the congestion in and around the BX pharmacy. 

E.
