4.  Old Business:

A.  March Bowl-a-thon: MSgt Johnson read message from MSgt Alvonellos concerning the event.  Bowling will be in two shifts, 1000 and 1300.  Two teams have dropped out, so if anyone would like to enter a team, contact MSgt Alvonellos. (CLOSED)

B.  Christmas Clearinghouse:  Ms. Callie Griffen briefed on how the program works and some of the issues that would have to be dealt with by anyone assuming responsibility for it.  Since the Family Support Center, after A-76 conversion, will no longer support this program, a motion was made that the Top 3 champion the program.  The motion received a second and a majority vote.  After further discussion on how to proceed, MSgts Ayers, Francois-Petty and Pressley volunteered to co-chair the event.
