Deliberate Force, the Air University's study of the NATO air campaign in the Balkans in 1995, edited by Col Robert C. Owen, provides a detailed view of how to plan and execute an air campaign in the post–Cold War era. Although this is an Air Force report and the Navy had a limited role, the book should be valuable to those involved in naval air planning and operations. Although Navy air-launched smart weapons seem to have been less effective than those launched by the Air Force, the study gives high marks to the effectiveness and political significance of ship-launched Tomahawk missiles. Hopefully, a similar study on Operation Allied Force in 1999 will be forthcoming.
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
