Introduction:





	This is a course about the leaders and strategic cultures of terrorist organizations and states like China, North Korea, Iran, Libya, Syria, and Iraq.  .  





	Knowing your adversary is one of the oldest dictums of military strategy and statecraft.  We will look at a number of questions about these regimes and leaderships.





	How do the leaders think?  How are they likely to act in certain contingencies?  When will the adversary use force?  When will they escalate a conflict?  When will they use weapons of mass destruction?  How can they be made to compromise and make peace?  Just who holds what powers and makes what kind of national security and military decisions in the adversary state?  What are the leaders' worldviews?  What do adversary leaders know about US resolve and capabilities?  What do leaders of each of these regimes or organizations value most?  Who surrounds them and influences them?  What is the adversary's military doctrine and strategy?  What personal, historical, cultural, political, religious, or geographical factors influence their perceptions and actions?





Objective:    To gain an appreciation of the nature of these current and potential future adversaries of the United States.  This course looks at leaders, regimes, organizations and strategic cultures with the purpose of attempting to answer the above questions.





Desired Learning Objectives:  By the end of the course, class members should be able to:





a.	Understand the leaders and strategic cultures of current and potential adversary states and several terrorist leaders and their organization that do or might oppose the US and its allies.





Understand the major challenges to US interests posed by such leaders and 


regimes.





c.	Be able to propose, articulate, and evaluate various courses of action to influence such leaders and regimes in ways consistent with US national security and interest.
