(2)  The section comprises four branches — Operations Support, Human
Services, Infrastructure Support, and Emergency Services. As shown in
Figure 7, the 12 ESFs, along with several recovery program groups, are
organized functionally under the branches to provide a coordinated
approach and ensure seamless delivery of assistance to disaster survivors
and the affected State.
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
