Training Line Numbers (TLNs) for this course are not issued through TEAMS unless the applicant meets the mandatory requirements identified in AFI 36-2113, Chapter 10, par. 10.2 and the Mandatory AFSC Entry Requirements identified in AFMAN 36-2108, Attachment 39.  These “mandatory requirements” are verified in MilPDS on each applicant prior to processing their request through TEAMS.  Only those applicants that satisfy all of the following requirements at the time their application/request for school dates was submitted will be issued a TLN:

Minimum Requirements:

1. Grade at the time application is submitted:  MSgt  

Note A:  Applicants in the grade of SMSgt who are selected for a valid UMD 8F000 position with an authorized grade of MSgt must be demoted to the appropriate grade prior to attendance of the subject course.

Note B:  Applicants in the grade of TSgt must be promoted to MSgt on or before the date of assignment to the UMD position and prior to submitting school request.)  

2. PME:  Applicants must have completed Command NCO Academy in residence or by correspondence prior to submitting application.  

3. Retainability:  ETS date must be 3 years from the date that the school request is submitted.  

4. Mandatory AFSC Entry Requirements (IAW AFMAN 36-2108, Atch 39) – member must meet either the Administrative or the General Aptitude Scores listed below:

5. Duty Position:  Applicant must be in the Duty Position (DAFSC) for 8F000 prior to submitting application.  The Primary AFSC (PAFSC) CAN NOT be awarded until member has completed the subject course.

6. Attendance Requirements Related to Time in Position:  Applicant is required to attend the school within 12 months of being assigned to the position.  

Substitutions/swaps are not authorized for this course.  

Wait List:  An OCP wait list is maintained once all available school dates for this course are filled for the entire fiscal year.  Any available quotas received through TLN cancellations will be given to those who satisfy the requirements listed above and offered to the member in order of the initial receipt of their application/request.  Only those who satisfy all of the minimum requirements will be placed on this wait list. 

In the event that a school request is rejected, SMSgt Shirley Corrigan ANG/DPDT will return the request to the submitting BETM.  This is returned electronically using the e-mail address that is entered in TEAMS and submitted with the school request.  In addition, ANG/DPDT will forward a copy of the rejection to the ANG First Sergeant functional manager who will in turn send a copy of the rejection to the Wing Command Chief Master Sergeant.  In the event that the Wing CCM is unable to take delivery of the message it will be forwarded to the state CCM.
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
