Tobacco Policy
 

In accordance with Air Force and CEPME directives the Gunter NCO Academy has been designated a tobacco free campus. The campus is defined as the immediate area surrounding building 1143 and the adjacent parking areas. During school duty hours, all Gunter NCO Academy students are prohibited from lighting or smoking cigars/cigarettes, and from chewing smoke-less tobaccos. 
AFI 40-102, Tobacco Use in the Air Force, dated 1 August 1998, paragraph 2.2.8 states: "The Air Force prohibits students from using tobacco in any Professional Military Education (PME) or formal training school, during school duty hours…”
We highly recommend that if you are thinking about tobacco cessation while you are here that you visit your home station Health And Wellness Center, well in advance of you departing for Gunter, so you can sign up for the tobacco cessation program offered in your local area. The Maxwell AFB HAWC runs tobacco cessation classes, but they are eight weeks long, compared to our 6-week course, and these classes don't necessarily start at the same time our Gunter classes start. Also, these programs require administrative tracking and follow-up by the providing HAWC, making it impractical for non-resident personnel to join the program upon arriving at the GTNCOA. The Maxwell HAWC can, however, provide information packages for those interested in tobacco cessation, but in order for non-resident students to take full advantage of a tobacco cessation program, they will need to sign up at their home station.
